The 2nd placed competitor in either the in-hand or ridden section not chosen by the
winner will then qualify to go forward to the championship. Competitors wishing to qualify for Veteran
Horse Showing Championship Final at Olympia must have qualified for their Regional class at a VHS
Area Qualifying show during 2010 and must hold a valid Regional Qualification Acceptance Card. This
must be shown at ringside together with current membership card. Competitors must display the age of
the horse/pony on the bridle, for both ridden and in-hand. All competitors must adhere to the VHS
standards of turnout - no spurs, galloping or wearing of earrings is permitted. Minimum age of handler
for in-hand classes is 9 years old.
